
Kevin Martin Is Back to 
Defend Title

orld Curling Champion Kevin Martin will be back to 
defend his title at the Cactus Pheasant Classic this Wfall in Brooks.

Martin's rink won the inaugural Pheasant Classic taking 
home the first prize of $22,000.

Also confirmed for the 24 team field is Ontario curler 
Wayne Middaugh who came in second last year losing to Martin 
in the final. Middaugh will be back to take another crack at the 
top money. Last year, he won $14,000 for second place.

Two other Alberta power houses, Randy Ferbey, who 
won $7000 and Kevin Koe, who won $5000 have confirmed 
they will be attending the Pheasant Classic.

The Classic will attract many of the top rinks in the world 
with more top curlers to be announced in the weeks to come.

The Pheasant Classic will be held from October 30th to 
November 2, 2008 at the Brooks Curling Club.  The rinks will 
again go after prize money of $70,000 with top prize of $22,000. 

The Cactus Pheasant Classic was named the Event of the 
Year, as chosen by the curlers on the World Curling Tour.  Local 
organizers were more than thrilled, considering this was their 
first year. The Pheasant Classic was overwhelmingly well 
received in Brooks with sold out games throughout the 
weekend.   

Co-chair Lawrence Block said, “It was great to get the 
local fan support, and the backing from the Brooks business 
community was outstanding.  They are already excited about 
supporting us this year.”

“The Cactus Pheasant Classic was designed to enhance 
curling for all levels in the Brooks area. We are accomplishing 
that. It was also great public relations for our Southern Alberta 
community. We attracted curlers from everywhere,  which 
meant Brooks was getting exposure right across the Canada and 
in other countries.” said co-chair Ticki Fisher.
