International Curlers

he Cactus Pheasant Classic will be an international 
affair with the confirmation that David Murdoch's TScotland rink and Pete Fenson's rink from the 

United Stated will be in Brooks going after the $70,000 in 
prize money.

Murdoch is well known internationally as he took 
Canada's Kevin Martin to the final of the World Curling 
Championships in the spring, losing 6-3 to the Alberta rink. 
Murdoch would love nothing more than a rematch at the 
Cactus Pheasant Classic. Murdoch won the World 
Championship in 2006. Murdoch will be representing Great 
Britain at the 2010 Olympic Games.  

 Pete Fenson, from Minnesota, was the skip on the 
American team which won the bronze medal at the 2006 
Olympics, the first ever Olympic medal in curling for the 
United States.

Also confirmed in the 24 team field will be Greg 
McAulay and his British Columbia rink, along with former 
Junior World Curling Champion Charlie Thomas. 

With the success of the 1st Annual Cactus Pheasant 
Classic, interest has been really high this year, said co-chair 
Lawrence Block.  He went on to add that the final list will 
be complete in the next couple of weeks.

The Cactus Pheasant Classic is part of the World 
Curling Tour and will run in Brooks, Alberta from October 
30th to November 2nd.
