
Egger’s Brooks Rink and Moch 
From Medicine Hat In Classic

wo local rinks from Southeast Alberta are now confirmed 
for the 2nd Annual Cactus Pheasant Classic set for Brooks TOctober 30th to November 2nd.

For the second year in a row, Scott Egger's rink from Brooks will be 
competing in the chase for the $70,000 in prize money. Curling with 
Egger is third Mark Repp, second Albert Gerdung and lead Robin 
Neibergall.

Leon Moch's rink from Medicine Hat will also join the field 
of 24 rinks that will go after the first prize money of $70,000.  
Joining Leon is third Devlin Moch, Second Gerard Hittel and Lead 
Donny Zahn.

Also confirming that they will be attending is the rink of 
Mark Johnson, originally born in Walla Walla, Washington, living 
in Edmonton and now curling out of Seattle, Washington with the 
hopes of securing the US Olympic birth.   His name is added to the 
list of curlers that will be coming to Brooks in late October.

Joel Jordison and his Moose Jaw foursome have also been 
confirmed.

Co-Chair Lawrence Block says the total list of 24 rinks 
should be complete in the next week. “We are thrilled to have some 
of the local rinks such as Egger and Moch involved in the Pheasant 
Classic. Both rinks took part last year and were fan favorites with 
the locals.”

The Cactus Pheasant Classic was a big hit for curling fans in 
southern Alberta last year with sellouts for most of the draws. “We 
are expecting much the same for this year,” said co-chair Ticki 
Fisher.

The Cactus Pheasant Classic is part of the World Curling 
Tour and will run in Brooks, Alberta from October 30th to 
November 2nd.
