fter missing the Cactus Pheasant Classic last year, 
one of the world's top curlers, Glenn Howard has A confirmed he will be in Brooks October 30th to 

November 2nd.  
Howard is one of the more flamboyant curlers in the 

world with an extensive resume.  Some of the highlights 
include:
· 2007 Brier and World Champion
· 2008 Brier Finalist
· 2006 Brier Finalist
· 1987 and 1993 World Champion (Russ Howard)
· 1987 and 1993 Brier Champion (Russ Howard)
· two time Players' Champion
· 4 time McCain/TSN Skins Game Champion

Three other top rinks have also been confirmed for the 
24 team field. They include Brad Gushue of Newfoundland. 
He led his rink to the gold medal at the 2006 Olympics
Jeff Stoughton, of Winnipeg and the 1996 World Champion, 
won $5,000 in the Brooks event last year, is back again.  

Pat Simmons from Saskatchewan is also making a 
return to the Cactus Pheasant Classic.  Team Simmons has 
represented Saskatchewan at the Brier the last 4 years.

“We are just thrilled to have Glenn Howard and all 
these top curlers here in Brooks for what should be another 
fabulous spiel,” said co-chair Ticki Fisher.

Last week, the rinks of Kevin Martin, Randy Ferbey, 
Wayne Middaugh and Kevin Koe confirmed they are coming. 

The Cactus Pheasant Classic offers a purse of $70,000 
with $22,000 going to the top team and $14,000 for the 
second place team. 

“There is a lot of interest in our event, so we won't have 
any problems filling up the 24 slots. The complete field 
should be known by the weekend of October 3rd,” noted Co-
chair Lawrence Block.
